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1. Introduction

The purpose of this document is to define the requirements for the Meaningful Use enhancements being delivered in MAPIR Release 3.0 specific to Eligible Hospitals.  This document is based on the Scope Document (MAPIR Scope Meaningful Use Processing V1.2) that further details the scope identifying required system changes, along with the requirements those changes need to satisfy.  

This document only contains information for the aspects of MAPIR that are changing to support Meaningful Use for Eligible Hospitals (EH).  Meaningful Use processing may include up to two additional reports as part of a future release.  
Following is a breakdown of the sections of this document:
· General Narrative of the Flow of the Meaningful Use Screens – this section provides the flow of the new screens being added to MAPIR to support EH Meaningful Use functionality.  There will be a brief narrative for each new screen, as well as a description of how that new screen fits into the general flow of the MAPIR User Interface (UI - either Public or Admin).

· Diagram of the Flow of Meaningful Use Screens – this section provides a Flow Diagram showing the interaction of the new EH Meaningful Use screens in the Public User Interface. 
· New Configurable Items Added – this section lists out the new Configurable Items that have been added to support EH Meaningful Use functionality, as well as provide a brief description of the purpose of the new item.

· Updated Hospital Site Map for the Public UI – this section includes the new Site Map for the Public User Interface (UI), with the new screens to support EH Meaningful Use functionality included.
· Updated Site Map for the Admin UI – this section includes the new Site Map for the Admin User Interface, with the new screens to support EH Meaningful Use functionality included.

· Meaningful Use New User Interface Documentation – for each new screen being created for EH Meaningful Use functionality, this section will provide a description, a screen mockup, a listing of the associated business rules, and a delineation of the requirement associated with the screen.
· Appendix A – Status State Matrix – this section provides a MAPIR Status State Matrix that has been updated to reflect MAPIR enhancements that support both "Multi Year" and “EH Meaningful Use” functionality.  

· Appendix B – Validation Messages – this section provides the full list of MAPIR validation messages which has been updated to include the new messages that will be used to support EH Meaningful Use Enhancements.

· Appendix C – Meaningful Use Stage 1 Adjudication – this section provides a description of how MAPIR will be enhanced to determine eligibility based on adjudication of Meaningful Use Stage 1 measures.

2.  General Narrative of the Flow of the Meaningful Use Screens
Changes to the flow of the Public UI screens
The basic flow of the MAPIR application will remain the same with no changes in their flows for the R&A, Eligibility, Patient Volumes, and Submit Tabs. The existing functionality related to  buttons and links, while part of the new screens, will be retained within MAPIR such as the “Previous” and “Reset “ buttons, and the Print, Contact Us and Exit links.  The new screens and flow changes are part of the Attestation tab and related to the Meaningful Use Stage 1 changes and will only be applicable to Medicaid Eligible Hospitals and Children’s Hospitals.  Medicaid Eligible Hospitals and Children’s Hospitals submitting applications for Payment Year 1 will still be able to select the Adopt, Implement, Upgrade or Meaningful Use options.
Hospitals that have registered at the R&A as Dually Eligible and who are Deemed Eligible, as reported in a C-5 transaction, will bypass the current Attestation Phase (Part 1 of 3) screen and subsequent Meaningful Use screens. They will be directed to the current Attestation Phase (Part 3 of 3) where they will select Yes or No to the statement “Please confirm that you are either an Acute Care Hospital with an average length stay of 25 days or fewer, or a Children’s Hospital.”, and select a payment address.  They will then continue to complete the application.  


*Please note these assumptions are based on our understanding that CMS will send a C5 every 
year without state interaction”. 


Hospitals that have registered at the R&A as Dually Eligible, but who are not Deemed Eligible will 
be advised of the need to attest to Meaningful Use at the R&A before they can complete the 
application process in MAPIR.
While it is highly unlikely, should MAPIR receive any information that results in the loss of a Deemed Eligible status for a Dually Eligible EH because the provider changes from a Dually Eligible EH to Medicaid Only and an incomplete application is on file or the application is not locked for payment, the application will be aborted.  The EH will then need to start a new application reflective of a Medicaid Only hospital.
UIs required by MAPIR for support of the EH Meaningful User attestation process have been reviewed and approved by CMS and are reflected throughout this document.

There are two new buttons that have been added for the Meaningful Use screens. The “Return” button, which will appear on the Hospital Attestation Core Measure worksheet, Hospital Attestation Menu Measures Selection, and Hospital Attestation Clinical Measures worksheet screens, will direct the Eligible Hospital back to the Meaningful Use Dashboard when selected. The “Clear All” button, which will appear on the Hospital Attestation MU Dashboard, will clear all data entered for the measure section selected.  The “Save & Continue” button, which appears on the measure screens, will save the data entered and direct the user back to the section worksheet. There will also be three new state configurable splash pages. 

The "Print" link in the header of the MAPIR public application will continue to print progress to date for the entire application, including all Meaningful Use Measure information.  Users will have the option of viewing and printing only the entered measures by selecting a link in the Summary panel.
The Meaningful Use measures screens that are depicted in this document were patterned from similar screens that exist in the CMS Medicare Attestation system.  For this reason radio button controls shown in the screens deviate from the MAPIR standard of depicting the "radio" control before the option's text description.  When implemented in MAPIR, the controls will remain consistent with the standard approach found on other user interface screens.
Certain Meaningful Use measures require the Eligible Hospital to enter numeric numerator and denominator values.  For Core Measures and Menu Measures, MAPIR will perform validation to ensure that the numerator value cannot be larger than the denominator value.  An invalid relationship between numerator and denominator could potentially cause the failure of the measure. Clinical Quality Measures will be accepted as entered by the provider with validation limited to data type.  Zero is a valid and acceptable entry. 

The original screens presented to CMS had included a descriptive title to the Core, Menu and Clinical Quality Measures sets, such as "of Measure 1 of XX".  However, due to the individual states being allowed to move specific Menu Measures to Core, the actual count of Core and Menu Measures will vary based on configuration options selected by the state. Therefore the title description (i.e. "Measure 1 of XX") has now been modified to depict just the measure number (i.e. "Measure 1"). 
· Changes to the Existing Admin UI Screens

All Admin UI panels triggered from the “Incentive Application Details” screen will display the Meaningful Use information that has been entered by the provider and the new print function associated with that panel in the Public UI. 

· Updated Site Map for the Public UI

The Public UI Site Map has been upgraded to showcase the new Meaningful Use screens and will explain the screen flow changes for the provider.  The updated site map depicts the dashboard as a landing page for any provider logging into MAPIR from the State Portal following a successful authentication.

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4.  New Configurable Items Added
The configurable items for EH Meaningful Use are as follows:
· MAPIR will allow states to determine if an incentive application will automatically be placed in a denied status when Meaningful Use Attestation has failed. 
· With their approval, CMS is allowing flexibility to the individual states to move the following four specific Menu measures to Core: 

· UI145 Hospital Attestation Menu Measure EHMMU 04
· UI152 Hospital Attestation Menu Measure EHMMU 08 Public Health Measure 
· UI153 Hospital Attestation Menu Measure EHMMU 09 Public Health Measure 
· UI154 Hospital Attestation Menu Measure EHMMU 10 Public Health Measure
In this version, MAPIR will allow the movement of one of the three Public Health Menu Measures to Core.  It is recognized that MAPIR will need to be further enhanced in a future release to allow a state to move any or all Public Health measures and the Hospital Attestation Menu Measure EHMMU 04 to Core.  
· Configurability will be added to screen UI123 to allow up to three additional configurable Yes or No questions and will not have an impact on the disposition of the measure.  If a configurable question is added to the screen, it will be a required question even though it will have no impact on the outcome of the application.

For each new screen being created for EH Meaningful Use functionality, this section will provide a description, a screen shot, a listing of the associated business rules, and the requirements associated with the screen.
7.1. UI17 Attestation Phase Meaningful Use Selection
Description

The existing screen will be enhanced to display the appropriate attestation phase selection options. In year two, Medicaid Eligible Hospitals and Children’s Hospitals will have to choose either 90 day Meaningful Use or a Full Year Meaningful Use to report the utilization of the EHR technology.  An Eligible Hospital or Children’s Hospital in Payment Year 1 will still have the ability to select from Adoption, Implementation, Upgrade or Meaningful Use options.  If an Eligible Hospital or Children’s Hospital is in Payment Year 2 and selected Meaningful Use 90 days in Payment Year 1, they will only be able to select a Full Year for reporting Meaningful Use in Payment Year 2 on the Attestation Phase Selection screen. Dually Eligible Hospitals where the R&A C-5 transaction has been received or that have not yet been deemed a meaningful user by the R&A will not be required to complete this part of the process for Payment Year 2. 
*Please note that Payment Year 1 Meaningful Use option can still be disabled through the existing MAPIR configuration capability. Please keep in mind that if a provider has switched states CMS does not send Attestation Phase selection information for previous applications in other states.

7.4. UI 124 - Hospital Attestation MU Dashboard and MU Dashboard with Progress
Description

Eligible Hospitals and Children’s Hospitals (referred to as EH) will be presented with a screen where access to attestation for Meaningful Use Measures is made available in three distinct topic areas (Core, Menu, and Clinical Quality).  The EH must select Begin in one of the attestation topics. Once the EH has completed a section, they will return to the Meaningful Use Dashboard screen and select their next section. 
The EH may select any of the three sections and complete them in any order. When a section is completed, MAPIR will display “Edit” and “Clear All” buttons. If the EH selects the “Edit” button, they will be directed to the worksheet or checklist within that measure selection where they will be able to correct any of the data entered. If the EH selects the “Clear All” button they will receive a warning message indicating if they wish to proceed with this option, that all previously entered data will be cleared and will need to be reentered. 
The EH will have the ability to view their progress and/or make changes to attestation data entered. The EH will have the option to begin, edit and clear all. The EH may print their progress to date at any time to by accessing the Review Tab.

The Meaningful Use (MU) Core Measures Worksheet appears after the Eligible Hospital or Children’s Hospitals (referred to as EH) has selected Begin on the Dashboard. The first time the worksheet is accessed the EH will have only an “Edit” option for the first measure.  As the EH completes a measure, the next measure objective will become available with an “Edit” button. 
The MU Core Measures Entered Worksheet screen will display what was entered by the EH for each measure completed. 11. Appendix C - Meaningful Use Stage 1 Adjudication

MAPIR will be enhanced to determine eligibility based on adjudication of Meaningful Use Stage 1 measures.  

Individual measures will be evaluated on an “Accepted / Rejected” basis at the point in time when successful data entry occurs for a measure in MAPIR.  MAPIR will be enhanced to evaluate all submitted measure data as part of the comprehensive adjudication process for submitted applications.
· Adjudication of individual Core and Menu Measures
The basic flow of submitting measure information to MAPIR will be consistent with the process for submitting other information.

Initially the data will be evaluated to ensure that all values correspond with the expected data format.  For example, submitted calendar dates must be legitimate.  Upon verification of all data formats the entered information will be checked against established business rules for the specific measure.  All values must cross check from a logical perspective.  For example, a measure that qualifies for Exclusion must not capture Numerator and Denominator values where otherwise indicated.

For measures that are of type “Core” and “Menu”, the data is evaluated to determine if the measure meets or exceeds Meaningful Use thresholds.  For measures expecting a “Yes” or “No” answer, a “Yes” answer will result in an accepted status for the measure.  Public Health measures collect additional information that may or may not impact adjudication for the measure (as described in the UI definition for each of the three measures).  The ultimate determination of acceptance or rejection is captured for measures at time of submission to MAPIR.

Note:  MAPIR will conform to existing conventions of rounding when calculating meaningful use percentages, pending verification by CMS.

Note: Meaningful Use Measures that capture additional audit information in order to conform to CMS “Design Tips” are not governed by statute and thus have no bearing on measure approval or rejection.

The following diagram depicts the evaluation process that applies when individual measure data is entered in MAPIR.
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· Final Adjudication of Meaningful Use Attestation
The existing MAPIR adjudication process will be enhanced to include processing of Stage 1 Meaningful Use measure data.  

The process will evaluate the following conditions in order to verify that the submitted attestation qualifies for Meaningful Use.  Otherwise the Meaningful Use attestation will be rejected:

1. The general question must be answered correctly.

2. All 14 Core measures must be in an “Accepted” status.

3. At least one Public Health Menu or Core measure must be in an “Accepted” status.

a. When a Public Health Menu measure been moved to Core, at least one Public Health Menu Measure must be in an “Accepted” status without being Excluded.
4. At least four additional Menu Measures must be in an “Accepted” status.

5. All Clinical Quality Measures must be in an “Accepted” status, indicating that the data was captured but that the individual measure was not evaluated for acceptance or rejection

Acceptance of Meaningful Use measures will result in continuation of the existing MAPIR adjudication process towards determination of a final application status.

Rejection of Meaningful Use measures will result in the application being placed in a Denied status unless the State has opted to configure MAPIR to place the application in a “Pended for Review” status should Meaningful Use information be rejected.  Note that such applications will still be placed in a Denied status if any other adjudication edits result in that determination.

As providers may reapply during the current program year (or grace period) when an application is not denied due to forfeiture, SMHPO may manually determine eligibility by comparing submitted meaningful use measures between the current application and prior denied submissions.
The following diagram depicts the evaluation process that applies when Meaningful Use measure data is submitted.
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
