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SERVICES TO PROCURE MEDICAID SUPPLEMENTAL DRUG REBATES AND OTHER MEDICAID PHARMACY BENEFIT REBATES

SSDC Supplemental Rebate Analysis Data Instructions

The SSDC wants to evaluate each Bidder’s ability to assure that Member States achieve the maximum rebate possible under the Medicaid program.  To do that, the SSDC is providing the following claims’ data on one of its states for dates of service in the last calendar quarter of 2010:  NDC, scripts dispensed, and units dispensed.  In the Questions and Answers, the SSDC indicated that the data file would contain the data elements found in Section III-C of the RFP.  However, at this point, the SSDC expects Bidders to perform a simple analysis on these elements alone.
 

With federal rebate requirements on drug manufacturers, Bidders with Medicaid rebated experience and those with other rebate experience may have varied results in negotiating rebates.  The SSDC wishes to be able to see the most comparative information possible.  In completing this analysis, each Bidder is asked to use the best total rebate return arrangement it has achieved for its customers.  

For Bidders that are current Medicaid rebate vendors, the report should be the total estimated return on the identified drugs including OBRA, ACA, and the negotiated Medicaid supplemental rebates.  For Bidders that are not current Medicaid rebate vendors, the report should be the total estimated return on the negotiated rebates.

The email should indicate the estimated likely return received based on the arrangements the Bidder has made for one or more of its existing customers.  Each Bidder should provide its response in the most meaningful, detailed manner possible without disclosing details and/or conditions of its arrangements and/or rebates it has negotiated.
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
