Report Exercise
Among other things, the Response Template for Subsection III-I REQUIRED REPORTS requires that a Bidder must propose a mockup of the Member State Comparative Utilization Report (#6 of the listed reports in Subsection III-I) and populate it with data from one state’s quarterly utilization.
To recap, the Member State comparative utilization report

· Compares utilization in Member States for the period of time prescribed for data compilation.

· At a minimum, identifies drugs by:

a. Therapeutic class,
b. National Drug Code (NDC), or other mutually agreed upon code identifier,
c. Drug name,
d. Drug strength, 
e. Brand or generic status,
f. Total number of unique recipients using a given drug,

g. Units dispensed, and
h. Total payment for the drug for the period.
The report is: 
· Produced at the time of rebate calendar year bid year solicitation.

· Produced periodically as mutually agreed.

The SSDC wants to evaluate each Bidder’s ability to produce a report of the type that have been requested and to demonstrate how it will use reports to provide Member States with information in that will best meet their needs.  
The SSDC is providing the following claims’ data on one of its states for dates of payment in a single calendar quarter:  state identifier, year/quarter identifier, NDC, total unit count, total script count, total day supply, recipient count, and paid amount.  More than the minimum data elements for the report are provided in this data in recognition of the fact that a Bidder may propose to use these and/or additional elements in its report.

Again, it should be noted that this report is intended to provide a comparison of the utilization experience of the Member States.  While the data of only one state is provided to allow the Bidder to plan and populate its mockup, it must be understood that a production report should be able to simultaneously provide the data of one or more states up to all states. 
The claims data is not current.  The SSDC has chosen to use this data file rather than involve vendors, who may also be bidders, in the production of a current data file.  The downside of this is that bidders may find that some information is outdated; for example, NDCs are not currently in use, payments are out of the ordinary in comparison to current pricing, etc.  However, the SSDC believes that the age of the provided data is not important for this exercise.  What is important is the demonstration of the Bidder’s ability to use such data in the production of reports.  

A Bidder should submit the product of this exercise with its proposal in response to the RFP.  It should be included with the Response Template for Subsection III-I.  A detailed explanation of why data elements were chosen and how they might be used in this report should be included.  
As a reminder, all proposals in response to the RFP must be submitted by 4:00 p.m. EDT on September 29, 2014 according to the instructions found on pages 14-19 of the RFP.
