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Provider Bulletin –Diapers Pull-ups and Incontinence Supplies for Children 
Diapers and pull-ups are Medicaid covered supplies for children with a medical need. http://dvha.vermont.gov/for-providers/incontinence-supplies-060914-clean.pdf
· Up to age 3, the family is responsible for the first 150 diapers per month. With medical justification up to 150 additional diapers may be covered. 

· For children ages 3 and older, up to 300 incontinence supplies per month are allowed, when clinically indicated and medically necessary. A supporting medical diagnosis must be maintained on file by the dispensing vendor and submitted with each claim.

· For ages 6-21, Medicaid will also allow up to 300 pull-up diapers for children with disabilities and daytime incontinence, who are accepted into a comprehensive continence-training program. Prior authorization is required. 

· Covered incontinence supplies can include a combination or briefs, diapers and underpads and up to a total of 300 disposable incontinence products per month for beneficiaries age 3 and older. 

Prior authorization is required for children of any age who need more than 300 incontinence supplies per month. The store, pharmacy or DME supplier will submit the prior authorization request to Medicaid. The form must be signed by the ordering physician. http://dvha.vermont.gov/for-providers/mnf-revised-09-14.pdf
Prior Authorization for excess incontinence supplies will be limited to episodes of not greater than 6 months at one time and require a current letter of medical necessity and supporting documentation.

Each provider must keep written documentation for all medical services, actual case record notes for any services performed, or business records that pertain to members for services provided. 

Medicaid has set reimbursement rates for diapers and incontinence supplies. The pharmacy, store or supplier is not required to substitute generic. 
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
