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Caps for Attendant Services Program and Choices for Care 

 

Policy Summary:   

The Agency of Human Services (AHS) is increasing the maximum allowable rates or 'caps' for 

the Attendant Services Program (ASP) and Choices for Care (CFC). This change is being made 

to align with recent changes in Department of Labor (DOL) rules and recent court action. The 

caps were previously increased effective October 11, 2015 (see final GCR 15-002), and they are 

being increased again to $8.75 per unit. This increase will allow for overtime payments for self-

directed care provided under ASP and CFC.

Population Affected:  

Approximately 1,100 individuals receiving ASP and CFC services, and their providers of self-

directed care, are affected by this change.

existing ASP and CFC budgets.
